§ 75-5. False alarm charges.[footnoteRef:1] [1:  . Former § 75-5. Waiver of penalties, was repealed 12-10-2002. This ordinance also renumbered former §§ 75-7 and 75-8 as 75-6 and 75-7, respectively.] 

A. A charge shall be imposed upon an alarm user, payable to the Town of Farmington, for each false alarm generated as described below: [Amended 12-10-2002]
(1) False alarms of any type, burglar, fire or medical, will be charged at the same rate.
(2) The procedure for false alarm charges outlined in § 75-5A(3) will reset on the first day of each billing cycle.
(3) In each billing cycle the first three false alarms will not be chargeable. The next four false alarms will be billed at $25 for each false alarm. Any subsequent false alarms during the billing cycle will be billed at $100.
B. If an alarm user notifies the Police Chief or his agent one hour prior to any service, test, repair or adjustment of an alarm system that may activate a false alarm, no such charge shall be imposed.
C. The Police Chief, with the approval of the Town Manager, may waive any of the charges imposed by Subsection A of this section. The Police Chief must state the reason for such waiver in writing and duly signed by him.[footnoteRef:2] [2:  .
