1. 402 Farmington Ave LLC – Lots 40 & 40B1 Farmington Avenue (a.k.a. 8231 & 9249 
Farmington Avenue) – regulated activity within upland review area consisting of proposed 
driveway, parking lot, garage building, associated grading/clearing and stormwater management 
basins associated with multifamily development.  Superior Court Decision in the Appeal known 
as Zeytoonjian, et al v. Farmington Inland Wetlands and Watercourses Agency, et al., CV-21-
6142707: Consideration and Possible Action on the Superior Court Remand of the April 7, 2021 
Approval, including possible Modification of the Approval Resolution.

Accepted and made determination 
June 1, 2022.
